Fiction Tips: The Devil’s in the Details

by Debra S. Sanders
Novels that reach the top of bestseller lists are there for a reason—
people read them. I’'m sure there are thousands of books in the
marketplace with the potential to be a bestseller. Those stories offer an
intriguing plot, relatable characters, and snappy dialogue, so what prevents the
book from achieving critical acclaim? Lack of marketing could be one obstacle,
but the downfall probably lies in what is known as the “Kiss of Death” for
novelists — data dump.

Excessive detail and information can slow the pace of a story and take the reader
out of the narrative. It's important to strike a balance between providing enough
information to support the plot and character development while avoiding
lengthy explanations and redundant details. The goal is to keep the reader
engaged and moving forward with the story. Eliminating data dump is a crucial
step in achieving this.

Here’s an example:

She glared at him, hurling fiery barbs with burning eyes. Her face contorted into a
glowering mask of rage as bridled anger tightened her throat. She threw words at
him like stones. “How could you?”

She’s angry but how many ways do we need to describe the character’s
| emotions? The reader has been taken out of the scene and the pace has stalled.
A better alternative follows.

She glared at him. “How could you?”

With the abbreviated version, readers are moving immediately to the man’s
response. It keeps them connected to the story, maintains tension, and charges
their interest. They know the character is upset. They feel it. And they want to
read about what happens next.

To avoid data dump, it’s helpful to self-edit after the first draft. There are several
online programs that edit for clarity and plagiarism as well as spelling and
punctuation. The next step should be sharing your manuscript with an editor.
Most writers are too attached to their work to edit effectively.

It’s also important to consider the market and audience for the book. Genres
such as romance or women'’s fiction may show tolerance for verbosity, but
today’s readers tend to favor more concise and engaging storytelling.

Member Profile: Betty Bowers

Betty (Gonzales) Bowers ran off a mountain at age 85
(paragliding in Cape Town, South Africa), and that’s only one of
the countless incredible adventures she’s had in her 91 years of
life.

She, her first husband, and their six children did a great deal of
tent camping over the years, often to state and national parks, to
appreciate the beauty of our country. She started RVing with her
second husband in 1994 —leaving their snowy driveway behind
for adventures in warmer climates. Throughout her life, she
traveled to sixty-seven countries, for work and for pleasure,
leading to even more truly fascinating stories.

Betty was a pioneer in the field of surgical birth control, first in
the United States and then internationally. In 1991, she wrote a
surgical textbook and training guide for a then-new technique
called No-Scalpel Vasectomy, translated into many languages and
used internationally. The technique has since become standard. In
2012, with encouragement from historians interested in
documenting the history of the field, she wrote A Public Health
Journey, which details much of her work to teach both counseling
and surgical skills to people in the developing world. The second
half the book goes further into detail about her travels during that
time.

She came away with a number of reflections—how people are
the same all over, even if the details shift. How many tasty and
unusual meals there are to be had—and how sometimes beer is
safer than water to accompany those meals. That the more
people are informed and in control of their choices, the better
their quality of life.

Her own domestic travels were a part of her and husband's
retirement—exploring beautiful parts of the country, having
excellent potlucks at SKP parks, and finding a favorite destination
in Cajun Louisiana. She and her husband celebrated many a Mardi
Gras there, especially enjoying Betty’s RV park in Abbeville, LA.
Her favorite place was the SKP park in Summerville, Alabama.
Even after her second husband passed, she’d drive with a friend
and stay nearby to visit old SKP friends and the woodcarvers BOF.

Barnes & Noble: Back in the News

The good news in bookstore sales for self-publishers these days is the entry of Barnes & Noble into the field.

Read the “fine print” first, but in the grand scheme of things, this is beautiful music to the ears of self-
publishers. The big book publishers are getting some competition, Barnes & Noble is back in the news.

As usual, there is a catch. The new program is for “eligible” NOOK Press authors, defined as “those print book
authors whose eBook sales [of a single title] have reached 1,000 units in the past year.” The in-store
promotion offer only applies to “those print book authors whose eBook sales [of a single title] have reached

To qualify initially, authors must submit their print books “for review by Barnes & Noble’s Small Press
Department and one of the company’s corporate category buyers.” For in-store events, authors need a
“review from a Barnes & Noble store manager.” Of course, we would expect nothing less. @

So far, there are many unanswered questions. How many copies does B&N order, how long do they keep your
book in inventory, where is it displayed, and the most important question of all—what is the policy regarding
returns of unsold copies? As an example, most bookstore chains give your book 30 days to sell, the remains
are returned to you (as a self-publisher) with the cost deducted from sales or they toss it in the clearance bin.
Bookstores often charge the distributor (you) for a prominent place on the shelf and its location. Does B&N

Self-published authors can’t afford to ignore print; it still accounts for some two-thirds of book sales overall.
This is certainly true for my annual book sales. Entry into the 2,311 outlets operated by the American
Booksellers Association (ABA) seems impossible. Getting self-published books into non-bookstore outlets like
drug stores and supermarkets is just a dream. Independent bookstores are more open to self-publishers, but
usually small inventories are the norm. This makes Barnes & Noble’s new venture a big deal for self-

A program this size takes months to implement. Obviously, nothing is going to change quickly. It does give
new life to the dream of seeing your book through the plate glass display window of Barnes & Noble. Stay

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Remembering an SKP Book Project

An Interview with Jane Holcombe
by Ellen Behrens

They called themselves “The Girls of Summer”: eight women from the
North Ranch SKP park who decided to learn the ins and outs of writing
a book by doing it, rather than reading about it. Published in 2006, the
paperback book is still available online. Sadly, many of The Girls of Summer
have passed on, but we’re fortunate to have the insights of Jane Holcombe, who not only
helped write the book but served as project manager and production manager.

The wonderful introduction explains how Norma Scheall, founder of the North Ranch Writers' Group,
dreamed up the project, wrote the first chapter, and ""assigned"* chapters to the rest of you. Did the group
outline what would follow her first chapter? Or did each writer just wing it?

At the first book project meeting Norma informed us that she had written both the first chapter and the last
chapter. It was true that she had completed a first chapter, but it wasn’t until we neared the end of the project
that she confessed that she had not actually written the last chapter. Kaye Huckelberry and Carol Butterfield
took that task on, wrapping things up neatly. As a group, we did not have an outline for the book. The story and
the characters often took the writer to unexpected places and events. We each understood that we were
writing about North Ranch as we knew it then, as well as some of the history of this community. Most writers
on this project did “just wing it.” Some came up with ideas, without much writing. Then, Norma, Kaye, or |
helped them organize their ideas into the written word.

How did you as a group work through any challenges with the story itself?
As a group, we reviewed the completed chapters, which helped those with subsequent chapters move the
story forward.

What did you learn most from doing the project?

| learned to listen to the creative ideas of others, even when | believed they were modifying the storyline
beyond what | envisioned. It was, after all, a group effort. No one person “owned” this project, although we
owed its inception and inspiration to Norma Scheall.

If another SKP group was thinking of doing a project like this, what advice would you give them?

| would advise anyone taking on a group writing project to be open to ideas, to have the writing edited by a
third party, and to be ready to rewrite. Many inexperienced writers believe that once they have done the work
of putting their ideas on paper, they are done. From what | have read about successful fiction writers, their
work is edited by at least three types of editors (there are at least a dozen types) and they all have done major
rewrites of their original first pass. My textbooks go through several editing cycles.

Is there anything I didn't ask that you'd like to mention?

Your questions were complete. The only thing | would add has nothing to do the Mystery at North Ranch but
writing in general. Many of us do not have great ideas for writing novels, but we all have life experiences. Many
(most?) successful fiction authors draw from real life in their fiction. They write what they know, even when it
is integrated into an entirely fictitious story. Each of us has actual life experiences that should live on. Consider
putting your memories into words and using your creativity to write nonfiction: creative nonfiction. My favorite
creative nonfiction author is John Angus McPhee. During the years | traveled nearly fulltime as a technical
consultant and instructor, | often read his books on my return flights. They were a soothing contrast to the
technical books and magazines | read on my outbound flights.

Video ideas start with reading a chapter, or two, or your whole book and yes, people really do buy the
book even if they’ve listened to you read it. How about a few minutes on why you chose that genre, title,
location or the theme of your books. If you really want to experiment, record a Zoom interview about your
book. You can script the questions you want to be asked. As a non-fiction author, | made videos that related
to my how-to quilt books: tips about sewing machines, threads, needles, fabrics, batting and how | handle a
big quilt. | explained the specifics of my favorite techniques on video so that readers could see more than
just the photo in the book. What tips can you share that will grab a reader’s interest?

You can use photos instead of being a “talking head” or put your book cover in a 1920x1080 jpeg as a
visual.

On Facebook, there are groups for authors, self-publishers, and yes, even a group called Audiobooks on
YouTube (https://www.facebook.com/groups/362518349070415). Started by Victorine Lieske, an Indie
Author/Publisher who has almost 2 million views to her videos, the group’s focus is to help other Indies
take advantage of this practically free resource.

HOW does a free video equal marketing? YouTube is the second largest search engine, behind only
Google. That’s tough to wrap your head around if you’ve never considered it, but YouTube is searched
almost as much as Google, with more than 1 billion hours watched every day. When | do a presentation on
this, | call it, Show & Sell on YouTube, Where Your Customers are Already Searching...For You. People use
YouTube to learn about everything, 24/7. When you do an in-person event, you have your audience for that
day but when you have a video on YT, it is available to anyone, anytime, forever. It’s selling your books while
you’re sleeping.

BEST OF ALL: Each video description can contain live links. When you plan your closing for each video
(called the Outro) you can let viewers know where they can buy your book and tell them the link is in the
video description. It just doesn’t get any sweeter than that. Your Channel can be linked to Amazon and your
website, FB, etc. and your second call-to-action can be to ask viewers to subscribe to your channel. Think of
it as a video version of a newsletter.

Genres are dictated by a word count rule. A category romance might be 50,000
words in length but sci-fi or dystopian fans expect a range of 90,000 to 150,000
words. Authors might be tempted to add bloat if their manuscript falls short.
Don’t do it. A better solution is to review your plot and find areas where you can
legitimately add extra scenes.

To sum things up, restraining information adds depth and intrigue to a character
and enhances the overall story. Gradually revealing backstory and motivation
keeps the audience engaged and allows for the story to unfold naturally. The slow
| reveal of a character's history, especially a villain or wounded hero, can add
layers of complexity and make the character more compelling.

That sounds like a bestseller to me.

A few of us have considered whether to recommend moving the Penwheels forum to another
site, but other social media platforms seem to have similar language in their Privacy or Terms

and Conditions (or similarly named) documents.

2 Remember, just by posting, you're agreeing to these terms. That amazing photo you took could §
3 suddenly turn up on TV as part of an ad -- and you'll never see a dime. Don't bother protesting --
you've already agreed to giving it away for free.

What about this newsletter? Well, it's stored on Wordpress and published on a site bearing my
(Ellen’s) domain name, so it doesn't carry the same sorts of restrictions. Although the newsletter
is copyrighted as a whole, you retain copyright to your own material. No one is entitled to copy
or reproduce what you've published here without your express consent. (Do keep in mind
publishing here could prevent you from publishing the same material in a magazine, anthology,
or other periodical... ask Ellen if you have questions about this.)

Bottom line: always be aware of what you're posting online!

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Missing Issues? Learning About Contests Too Late?

{This is long but important!}

The only things that’s constant is change, and that’s certainly true with technology and all things “e-"! If
you're missing news from this group or just want to cover all of your bases, here are some tips.

1. Make sure the editor has your e-mail address. You DON'T have to be an Escapee member to receive the
e-mail. E-mails won't come addressed to you but to ellenbehr@aol.com (the same e-mail address you
should use to get on the mailing list); that’s because | send a blanket e-mail using a “BCC” option to
keep everyone’s e-mail address private.

2. Check your Spam mail. Look for “ellenbehr” or “Ellen Behrens” as a sender, then save the e-mail address
to your Contacts to keep future e-mails from going into your Spam folder. (It might take a few go-
rounds to make this work.)

3. Access the newsletters directly online from the Penwheels Newsletter Archive page:
